The Cornerstone of Educator Preparation
Clinical practice is the cornerstone of effective teacher preparation.  Current discussions by key policy makers have focused on the importance of clinical practice and its role in transforming teacher preparation.  Within the NAAC membership and beyond there exist examples of innovative and effective clinical practice, developed over three decades of refining and rethinking alternative certification programs.  Throughout the continuum of educator preparation (recruitment, selection, preparation, and support), it is essential to cultivate highly effective teaching that is measurable in terms of student outcomes and success.   The 2012 NAAC annual conference will highlight the best practices, latest research, and policy developments that foster effective clinical practice in preparing educators through nontraditional routes.   Practitioners, researchers, and educators from diverse disciplines are encouraged to submit proposals.

NAAC invites proposals for sessions addressing topics such as:
• Exploration of the wide variety of clinical practices available to teacher candidates
• Selecting and training support providers and/or differentiating mentor training
• Strengthening collaborations to provide seamless support
• Integrating technology that supports and assesses field based experiences
• Preparing candidates to meet the needs of 21st century students
• Identifying data driven measurable results for program and/or candidate practice
• Strengthening assessment and accountability
To submit a proposal, include the information requested below in a Word document and submit by email (as an attachment) to: judyc@alternativecertification.org.  
1. Include “Proposal Submission” and lead presenter’s last name in the subject line of the email.

The lead presenter will receive a reply email within 48 hours confirming that the proposal has been received.  If you don’t receive a reply you should assume that it was not received and RESEND the proposal. Notifications about proposal acceptance will be emailed no later than December 15, 2011.
2. Session Title: (10 words or less)
3. Presenters: Include Name, Address, Email and Phone contact for all presenters.  Indicate who the lead presenter is (all correspondence will be with the lead presenter).  Note that in order to be listed in the conference program, all presenters MUST register for the conference by February 1, 2012.
4. Preferred Length and Format: Indicate one of the following:
· 45-minute break-out session designed for teacher preparation colleagues

· 60-minute break-out session designed for teacher preparation colleagues

Break-out sessions should be interactive, and allow time for Q & A.
· Poster presentation

Poster displays are to be organized to permit informal discussion of research projects, innovative instructional or administrative techniques, or new types of instrumentation. Display presenters will be provided a table and chair for their presentation; therefore, the display should be free standing. No other equipment will be provided (electrical access, easels, display boards, etc.).  Abstracts for displays should include a description of the topic, its significance, and methods used.
· Special session designed for interns (teachers in alternate route programs)

Proposals for these sessions should consider that the information provided must be more in-depth learning than interns would receive in their regular program curriculum.  The presentation should be considered above and beyond normal program training, and extend the learning of core program curriculum.  Proposals should provide evidence of a strong interactive presentation that involves intern participation.   Proposals would be for approximately 2 hours in length, possibly up to three hours.

5. Purpose: Please clearly describe the purpose of your presentation and list three goals you hope to accomplish by the end of your presentation.
6. Description: In a minimum of 3 paragraphs, describe in detail how you will meet the goals (listed above).  This information will be used by the committee for reviewing and selecting proposals.
7. Summary: Provide a summary of no more than 100 words that can be copied and pasted directly into the program. This summary will guide the attendees in conference selections.
8. Target Audience: Indicate who the target audience is for your proposed session.
Audio Visual:
The conference organizers provide ONLY a screen, a table, and power cords for your presentation. You MUST bring your own laptop and LCD projector and any other materials or equipment you may need. 
Registration:
All presenters MUST register and make payment for the conference by February 1, 2012.  There is no one-day registration fee.  Registration materials will be available in print and online in Fall 2011.
